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Associate Degree in Paralegal Studies 
To graduate from the program all students must 
show proof of completion of 21 units of general 
education classes.  The ABA further specifies 
that 18 of those units be taken in specific areas of 
study.  To insure that general education courses 
meet both the college and ABA requirements, 
students are urged to seek counseling prior to 
enrollment in general education classes.  
 
Certificate in Paralegal Studies 
A Paralegal Certificate is available only to 
students who have received an Associate in Arts 
or Science Degree or Bachelor of Arts or Science 
Degree from an accredited college or university. 
The student must meet the eighteen semester 
units of ABA approved courses in the areas of 
language and composition, mathematics, social 
science and behavioral sciences, natural sciences, 
humanities and the arts.
